Doctor-Prescribed Suicide

This is a type of euthanasia in which a physician writes a prescription for a lethal dose of 

drugs for a patient, with the knowledge that the patient intends to use the drugs to commit 

suicide.  It is important to note that no medical personnel will be with the patient when he/

she takes these drugs; the physician’s only role is to write the prescription.  In some states, 

these lethal drugs can be sent to a patient by Fed Ex, UPS or US postal service and a patient 

could be theoretically tricked or forced into taking them. 

 

What are the dangers of doctor-prescribed suicide? 

 It turns doctors into killers. 

 It endangers the weak, the vulnerable, those with bouts of depression, who might 

choose the suicide option in a moment when they most need support. 

 It gives society’s support to killing; it sends the message that feeling like a burden is 

a justification for our health care system to provide someone the lethal means to die. 

 It may tempt those with limited finances and high medical bills to choose death over 

life. 

 Assisted suicide would save insurance companies large amounts of money, which 

could be an incentive for managed care companies to push this option. 

 There is the risk that patients with disabilities or the frail elderly will be encouraged 

to choose Doctor-Assisted Suicide; society shifts its focus from respecting and ac-

commodating people with disabilities and illnesses to assisting them to die.

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Doctor-Prescribed Suicide (cont’d from cover) 

 Diagnosis of terminal illness or predictions of end of life prognosis can often be 

wrong; people might choose Doctor-Prescribed Suicide needlessly. 

 No psychological evaluation is required to receive these life-ending prescriptions. 

 It goes against the laws of God. 

 

Oregon was the first state to legalize doctor-prescribed suicide in 1994.  Since that time, four 

other states have allowed doctor-prescribed suicide: Washington, Montana, Vermont and 

California.  The Pennsylvania Coalition to Stop doctor-prescribed suicide is working to pre-

vent this type of legislation from being advanced in our state.  For more information, visit:

Legislative Update 

South Carolina became the 17th State to limit abortion to 5 months (20 weeks) or less, the 

point at which fetologists tell us that unborn children can feel pain. 

 

Related to this bill are bills to protect against dismemberment abortion.  Dismemberment is 

used to abort children as old as 24 weeks.  Forceps with sharp metal jaws are used to grasp 

parts of the developing baby, which are then twisted and torn away. 

 

Pain-Capable Unborn Child Protection bills, because they prohibit abortions after 20 weeks, 

would automatically also prevent dismemberment abortions.   

 

Currently in PA, abortions are allowed up to 24 weeks.  Some reasons for supporting lower-

ing the age of allowed abortions are: 

 More premature babies born at 24 weeks or earlier are surviving 

 The risks to the health of the mother with late-term abortions are more well-known.  

A woman is 91 times more likely to die from abortion at 21 weeks versus a first tri-

mester abortion 

 The US is one of only 7 nations to allow elective late term abortions past 20 weeks 

 

Earlier this summer, the Pennsylvania House of Representatives, in a bipartisan 132-65 vote, 

passed House Bill 1948, which bans dismemberment abortions.  Local pro-life representa-

tives Brian Ellis and Daryl Metcalfe both co-sponsored the dismemberment ban.

Not surprisingly, pro-abortion Governor Tom Wolf has threatened to veto the law should the 

Senate pass it.  Wolf has close ties to Planned Parenthood and recently appointed one of its 

board members as his chief of staff.  He also relied on strong support from the abortion pro-

vider during his campaign for governor. 

 

Nevertheless, it is critical that we get this bill through our state legislature and to his desk.  He 

must be forced to account for his anti-life stance, and the legislature needs the chance to over-

ride his veto. 

Legislative Update (continued) 

Proposed Party Platform More Extreme Than Ever 

The proposed Democratic Party platform on abortion this year is more extreme than it has 

ever been, calling for a repeal of the Hyde Amendment and full-fledged taxpayer funding of 

abortion.  According to recent polling, this is a position two-thirds of Americans oppose, in-

cluding a majority of women and even those who identify as pro-choice.  Proposals also in-

clude calling out Planned Parenthood by name as an organization to support. 

 

This proposed language bothers more than a few lawmakers.  US Senator Joe Manchin, D-

WV, characterizes it thusly: “That’s crazy.  It’s something that I know most Democrats in 

West Virginia and most West Virginians would not agree with.  I don’t either.” 

 

Democrats for Life of America, which claims that a third of Democrats are pro-life, is peti-

tioning the party to be more inclusive on the issue in its platform language, recognizing that 

the party stands to alienate voters due to its rigid pro-abortion position.
